


The candidate will be given a breakdown of the marks awarded before the hearing.

The candidate may bring a parent or carer to the hearing.

The teacher(s) involved in the assessment will be present.

The outcome of the appeal and the reasons for that outcome will be conveyed to the candidate in
writing within 2 school days of the meeting of the Appeals Panel.

A written record will be kept of all appeals.

The Examinations Officer will inform the appropriate Awarding Body of any change to an internal
assessed mark as a result of an appeal.
